Chemicals like propylene glycol 
and butelyne glycol, which are

are also found in anti-freeze.  
Strong enough to strip boats of 
barnacles, these toxic chemi-
cals are warned against by the 
EPA as a result of their harm-
ful effects.  Other chemicals 
typically found in cosmetics 
include Diethanolamine 
(DEA), monoethanolanine 
(MEA) and triethanolamine 
(TEA), which are known car-

cinogens that have been 
banned by countries in 
Europe.  If these werenõt 
enough, sodium hydroxide is 
another toxic additive used in 
cosmetics.  Sodium hydroxide 
is so harsh it can be found in 
household products like 
Drano.  Yet,  consumers are 

encouraged to   purchase and 
apply products that are filled 
with these (Continued  on page 2.)
